Compatibility
Developed in Access 2000, the database is normally 100% compatible with the later versions, namely Access 2003 and Access 2007. 
However, depending on the computer configuration, it may be that one (or some) change(s) are necessary.
Where is this change located if it is necessary? First of all, you have to open the database in edition mode by holding down the « shift » key. From there, go to « Tools » ( « Macro » ( « Visual Basic editor » ; or press simultaneously ‘Alt’ and ‘F11’. The following screen will appear.
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In the editor, the number in the sentence « Access.Application.11 » has to be changed in function of the available references in the computer. To know which reference is available, go from the editor to « Tools » ( « References… ».

To change the sentence, perform a search from the « Edit » menu and change the number by the one found in the references.
If one (or some) references is (are) missing, you will have to search them on the web and copy them in the file which opens automatically by clicking on « Browse… » in the screen of the references (see just above).
You will have then to activate them via the same screen by ticking these references.
By following these instructions, you shouldn’t normally have compatibility problems anymore.
Security
In order to reduce the number of questions, or even to avoid them all when you get an action started in an Access database, you will have to reduce the macros’ security. To do this, when you open the database, go to « Tools » ( « Macro » ( « Security…». In the ‘Security Level’ tab (default tab), choose « Low » and confirm your choice by clicking on « OK ».
